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Purchasing International Haydn Festival Concert Tickets:
If you have purchased a full land package tour from Corporate Travel Service (whether a musician or not), 
you will receive tickets when you arrive in Vienna to all of the International Haydn Festival concerts 
produced by Corporate Travel Service. As such, you do NOT need to purchase concert tickets. However, if 
you have friends or family who have not purchased a land tour from Corporate Travel Service, but plan to
be in Vienna to attend one or more of the Festival Concerts, they may now purchase their tickets online by 
going to the following concert venue websites: For the Konzerthaus concerts, please visit: 
http://konzerthaus.at Select “English” at the bottom of the page, then “Program andTickets” at the top.  
Click on the July date and concert you wish to attend, then select the “Purchase tickets online” option at the 
lower right hand side. For the Musikverein concert, please visit: http://www.musikverein.atSelect 
“English” at the top of the page, then “Concerts” in upper left corner.  Select “July” under concert Program.  
Click on “Ticket” on the right side of July 2 concert. Please note that Konzerthaus performances are July 2, 
3, and 4.  The Musikverein performance is July 2. 

Air Update: 

It is IMPERATIVE to verify that you have flights booked.  Even at this late date, we are still receiving 
requests to book air and there may be others who still need to secure their air.  We are now very close to 
departure and the cost of air may increase significantly over the next few weeks, so we encourage all to act 
now. 

As the date of the International Haydn Festival draws near, we have more exciting information to share with 
you. Enjoy this addition of the e-news letter. We look forward to seeing you in Vienna! Please note that we 
have uploaded all three previous International Haydn Festival e-newsletters to the International Haydn 
Festival website. Simply click on www.internationalhaydnfestival2009.organd scroll to the bottom of the 
page to link to the previous emails. Please note that some of the information contained in other areas of the 
website may be out of date.

Final Itinerary and Travel Documents:

Exciting details will appear in the final itineraries and associated travel documents.  We are close to 
completing the scheduling of rehearsals, concerts and sightseeing, which, as you might imagine, is 
complicated with over 700 people involved.  We anticipate these elements to be finalized approximately 30 
days before departure; we will then complete and mail your final travel documents in early June. All 
documents should be in the mail 2 weeks prior to departure, providing ample time for your review before the 
Festival. If you will be departing on your trip before June 15, please let us know. Our tour escorts will bring 
your documents to Vienna for pick up at the hotel.

General Information:

Included in your travel documents will be a General Information Sheet that will provide many travel tips and 
details, covering topics such as currency, climate, customs, electricity, language and much more.



Baggage Allowance:

Checked baggage is limited to one bag per person on the transfer vehicles in Europe. You may also bring a 
smallcarry-on bag that will fit under an airline seat and on the small parcel racks of the motor coach, which 
average about 8 inches high by 18 inches deep.  It is best if your carry-on bag is soft sided as the parcel racks 
on the motor coaches are small.  Do not lock baggage you intend to check in at the airport.

Musicians traveling with instruments:

Members of the International Haydn Festival Orchestra will receive special instructions about transport of 
their instruments in their travel documents. 

Airport Transfers in Europe:

Passengers with Group Air: Chartered Bus transfers will be provided to passengers traveling with group air 
at no cost.

Passengers with Individual Air: Private busses will transfer passengers with independent air at no cost.  A 
separate email has been sent with a registration form.  It is imperative that this form is completed and 
returned promptly. 

Passengers with Standard Pre-trip to Prague or Post-trip to Budapest: Transfers will also be provided for 
these trips at no cost.  Simply complete the registration form that you will receive in the next days.

Passengers with Custom Travel Dates: Transfers are provided only for passengers traveling on standard trip 
packages and dates, i.e., 1) Basic Vienna  2) Pre-trip to Prague  3) Post-trip to Budapest

If you have custom travel plans (arriving early on your own or staying late on your own), transfers are not
provided.

Taxies and Public Transportation:

Taxies and public transportation are available to both hotels.  A one-way taxi to the Courtyard Marriott is 
about 35 Euros = $50, or to the Hotel De France; about 50 Euros = $70.  Rail/subway transport is available 
to the Marriott for about 3.50 Euros = $5.00, or to Hotel De France for about 17 Euros  = $25  (this is a 
combination of about 9 Euros for the “CAT” Train to downtown, and a taxi from the train stop, for about 8 
Euros). The rail/subway will require connecting enroute and this method is generally recommended for 
confident travelers only.

Passport Information:

In addition, it is necessary to have a passport that is valid for six months after the date you are scheduled to 
return to the United States. You will NOT be permitted to travel if your passport expires earlier than this 
date.



Farewell Dinner

Each group will enjoy a festive Farewell Dinner in the quaint and historic wine district of Vienna known as 
Grinzing. Vienna is known for its famous heuriger restaurants which are traditional taverns that serve local 
wine and hearty food. Live Viennese music adds to the ambience of the heuriger. The district of Grinzing is 
full of such restaurants, which are beautifully preserved, and provide a magical feel to this whole district. 
Follow in the footsteps of Franz Schubert and Ludwig van Beethoven who both found inspiration in this 
unspoiled area. 

Important Note on Farewell Dinner Timing:  For all passengers who are returning home (or extending) on 
July 5, the Farewell Dinner will follow the concert at the Konzerthaus on the night of July 3. This will make 
for a very late dinner (starting after 10:00 pm) and a very late evening. However, we have planned the 
evening in this manner in order to permit everyone the opportunity to attend as many concerts as possible 
(rather than planning the Farewell Dinner during one of the Festival Concerts). For all passengers who are 
returning home (or extending) on July 7, the Farewell Dinner will be planned on the evening of July 5 or 6.

The 2009 International Haydn Festival Concert Attire:

Festival Chorus Men: Concert attire for men includes a white dress shirt, black slacks, black dress shoes 
and black bow tie.

Festival Chorus Women: Concert attire for women includes a white blouse, black long skirt or slacks and 
black shoes, with no bright jewelry. 

Duke University Festival Chorus: The Duke University Festival Chorus will be attired in their traditional 
concert black. This would include singers form the Duke Chapel Choir, Duke University Chorale, Choral 
Society of Durham and Vocal Arts Ensemble of Durham.

Note to singers…Singers are requested to refrain from wearing perfume or cologne at all rehearsals and 
concerts out of respect for their colleagues.

Festival Orchestra: The Festival Orchestra attire will be concert black for women and a black formal shirt 
with black slacks for men. Black shoes are requested for both men and women.



Introducing: Greg Hobbs

Guest Conductor of the International Haydn Festival

Greg Hobbs is the Director of Music at Highland Park Presbyterian Church, Dallas, Texas, where he 
conducts the chancel choir, coordinates a diverse and comprehensive music ministry including the Music 
Academy, choral and instrumental ensembles, and a talented music staff. Additionally, he is the
Artistic Director of the Highland Park Chorale, a professional chamber choir, and 
the Highlander Concert Series.  Before coming to Dallas, Dr. Hobbs directed 
music in colleges and churches in Florida, Georgia, and Illinois.  His educational 
background includes studies at Florida State University, where he received the 
Robert Shaw Award; Southwestern Seminary; the University of Georgia; and 
Northwestern University, where he received a Doctor of Music degree in 
Conducting with specialized emphasis on large-scale choral-orchestral repertoire. 
He also studied with many outstanding conductors through fellowships with 
Chorus America and the American Symphony Orchestra League.  He holds 
memberships in the American Symphony Orchestra League, the ACDA,
Chorister’s Guild, Chorus America, and Pi Kappa Lambda.

Robert Danes retired as Director of Undergraduate Studies at California State University, Northridge, where 
he was Professor of Music and teaches graduate courses in music research and music history.  He serves as 
organist for Westminster Presbyterian Church in Westlake Village, California, working with Ed Lojeski, the 
Festival’s Composer in Residence.

Featured Artist: Dr. Robert Danes

He grew up in Red Bank, New Jersey, where his first piano teacher had also taught 
jazz great, “Count” Basie.  At Oberlin Conservatory he majored in organ and went 
on for a Master’s in Music at Yale University with Frank Bozyan and Finn Viderø, 
noted Danish organist and Buxtehude specialist.  Danes did postgraduate study at 
the University of Texas with Hanns-Bertold Dietz, and was awarded a Ph.D. in 
musicology at Washington University in St. Louis working with Paul Pisk, a 
student of Arnold Schoenberg in Vienna.  His association with Pisk led to his 
lifelong interest in Schoenberg’s expressionistic opera Erwartung (Expectation) 
written in 1909, and its intricate connection with Freud’s famous Case of Anna O.,
a study in hysteria.

In addition to serving churches in New Jersey, Connecticut, Ohio, Texas, Missouri, Kansas, and California, 
Danes has studied and performed at the International Summer Academy for Organists in Haarlem, The 
Netherlands;  the International Harpsichord Institute in Antwerp, Belgium; and in England, France, Denmark, 
Germany, Spain and Portugal.  He has been awarded grants for study in Morocco and the People’s Republic 
of China.  Long a champion of historical performance practice and mechanical-action organs, Danes has 
remained active as a pianist, accompanying singers in international competitions and premiering 
instrumental ensemble works. 



For clarinetist Gary Rautenberg, music has always been an important part of his 
life.  Earning a Bachelor’s in Music from Ithaca College and a Master’s in 
Music from the University of Miami, he was a featured soloist with the 
Syracuse Symphony Orchestra, and the Utica Symphony.  He has performed 
with many entertainers such as Sammy Davis Jr., Liza Minelli, and Gladys 
Knight and the Pips, and worked as a recording artist for numerous albums, 
national television and radio commercials.  He is proud to have performed in 
the pit of many musicals in the Los Angeles area, and has performed with the 
Steve Allen Big Band, the Jimmy Dorsey Big Band, and his own big band, 
Sound Advice. He performs as principal clarinetist with the Moorpark 
Symphony Orchestra and as clarinetist in the Wind Advisory Woodwind 
Quintet.

Valley Branch Cello Competition and received third place in the Los Angeles Violoncello Society Scholarship

Competition and won third place in the 15th Annual Young Musicians Competition in Los Angeles by the Taiwanese 
Benevolent Association of California.  In addition, Matthew was awarded a scholarship through the Young Musicians 
Foundation from the Gregor Piatigorisky Memorial  Cello Scholarship.

In 2007, Matthew consecutively received Gregor Piatigorisky Memorial Cello Scholarship from the Young Musicians 
Foundation, as well as, the Fe Bland Foundation Scholarship from Santa Barbara Foundation.  In the same year, 
Matthew won the competition with first place from the Los Angeles Violoncello Society and was honored first place in 
the Annual Young Musicians competition from Taiwanese Benevolent Association of California.

The cello is Matthew’s favorite thing to do.  He really loves it and wants to become a professional cellist and the best in 
the world.
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The Sante Fe Music Works will participate in an International Haydn Festival performance 
under the direction of Conductor, Madlen  Batchvarova at the Musikverein on July 2, 2009.
Santa Fe Music Works was established in 2004 to provide workshops and performance 
opportunities for musicians throughout northern New Mexico. Under the direction of Dr. Mary Badarak, Santa Fe 
Music Works has provided a series of choral workshops featuring the masterworks of Bach and Mozart, Mendelssohn 
and Brahms to Vaughan Williams and Karl Orff. Workshop participants are seasoned choral musicians from all over 
the United States and Canada who seek to explore, study and perform the great masterworks of choral literature. In 
2005, members of Santa Fe Music Works traveled to New York to perform the Mozart Requiemunder John Rutter for 
one of MidAmerica Productions' Carnegie Hall Concerts; the following year, they returned to Carnegie Hall to perform 
the Brahms' Ein Deutsches Requiem, again under the direction of John Rutter. In addition to choral workshops, Santa 
Fe Music Works provides classes in musicianship for choral musicians; sponsors the professional chamber ensemble 
Cantat, which records and performs new music; and serves as fiscal agent for the Rio Rancho Symphonic Band.

Artistic Director Dr. Mary Badarak was the founding director of the Santa Cruz Chorale and has taught music theory 
and composition at the University of California, Santa Cruz and at Georgia State University. She is currently the music 
director of the Los Alamos Choral Society. As a composer, Dr. Badarak has achieved international recognition for her 
choral works. She is active in the the American Composers Forum, and the American Society of Composers, Authors 
and Publishers (ASCAP), from whom she has received Standard Awards annually since 1986. Choral works by Dr. 
Badarak are published by G. Schirmer, Hal Leonard Publications and Villa Wisteria Publishing, and are performed by 
community choruses, church and school choirs worldwide.
